Daisi (150 min)
Zakharia Paliashvili

Paliashvili's creative works are Georgian national culture's great achievement.
He acted foundational role in establishing of national composer school and in forming of
its esthetical principals and style originals. He first mastered monumental musical form,
created classical models of national style. Paliashvili created 3 distinguished types of
Georgian opera: monumental opera-tragedy “Abesalom and Eteri”, lyric-dramatic
“Daisi”, heroic-patriotical “Latavra”. Georgian singer's generations were excrescent on
Paliashvili's operas. Tbilisi Opera and Ballet State Academic Theatre was named after
Zakharia Paliashvili (1937), also the Premium was established after Paliashvili (1971).

The idea to create 'Daisi' was given to Zakaria Paliashvili by the famous
Georgian dramaturge and artist, Valerian Gunia, who has afterwards created the plot and
libretto of the opera, too. Gunia has used poems by Shota Rustaveli, Akaki Tsereteli,
Vazha Pshavela and Nikoloz Baratashvili. The composer has started working upon the
opera in 1921. Premiere of the opera was staged on 19th December 1923 in Tbilisi. The
successful premiere of the opera was significantly facilitated by the legendary singer,
Vano Sarajishvili, who was performing Malkhaz's part. In spite of the delight of the
society the composer has made changes to the opera, he has added Malkhaz's aria to the
first act and certain items in the second act. Zakaria Paliashvili's this immortal opera has
won a permanent place in the repertoire of the Tbilisi Theatre of Opera and Ballet since
the very firstrepresentation.

I am leaving this room (40 min)

While doing my performance, I am seated next to an overhead
projector. While I sing or speak, I lay paper cuttings on the glass plate of the
projector, which the audience sees projected onto a screen. The images, music
and text stand in close relationship to each other, they each tell a part of a small
story. Accompanying music is played with a cd. The voice is live, even as the
showing of the images, and I also use instruments
like melodica or mouth harp.

Each performance exists out of different
smaller pieces that unfold in time, like a song or a
poem. The images I build up, comply, break
down, so that text, image and music together
suggest a story. The power of suggestion, magic,
association, play an important part in my work.

The essence of my performance is
created in the relation between the different elements (text, music and image,
but also the voice and the actions, movements of the performer, who is seated in
the work like an actor. The game with the images is part of the work itself and is
done casually en without emphasis - as if someone is telling a story while doing
the dishes. This form is in contrast with the composition that is in fact strict and
does not vary much.

Because of this, the performance is layered in its meaning. It asks an

active participation of the audience, in giving meaning to the images, text and
music.
I choose every day usual subjects and situations as a starting point in my
performance. Such a starting point makes it possible to tell in an implicit way
about bigger subjects and more complex situations. I like it if a work is able to
represent a complex reality or experience, without filling in too much. This is in
line with the casual presentation.

The music I make for the performance is mostly in the tradition of pop
music. It is minimal, simple, so that enough space is left in the performance for
voice, text and image. [ try for expression with a minimum of effect.

Description:

Forum Thbilisi is aimed to foster the progressive development of the Caucasus
region civil society in the european context in a time when the region is slowly
entering a peaceful political period, when democratic and economic processes
are developping

In a time globalisation, Europe aspires to re-discover its soul, the Caucasus
region is progressively becoming more important in the European landscape
(in the definition of the Council of Europe).

The Forum Thilisi initiators will gather all available elements of the Caucasus
cultural scene, confronting them with the wider political and social actors to
foster the construction of a healthy and responsible society as an integral part
ofastable Europe.

Forum Thbilisi is planned to be a two-day event where a number of significant
factors of the European cultural, social, economical and political actors will
confront with each other and address the general public. This with the aim of
establishing a long term process enhancing the integration of culture with other
sectors of public life, looking at culture from a different viewpoint.

Forum Tbilisi will encompass three main approaches: European, Regional and
National/Local.

a) European

The A Soul for Europe process started in Berlin in 2004. It has been followed-
up by anumber of meetings and conferences throughout Europe and represents
a unique initiative aiming to contribute to the development of an economic-
political-cultural creation named Europe. Forum Tbilisi initiative is meant to
be part of this process and seeks to bring new energy to from an region often
marginalised.
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Culture is an integral part of the process of building a common future and
stimulates development in its widest sense. Due to its recent history, Tbilisi is a
crucial place from where to send this type of message to the rest of Europe and
the world. The idea of the Forum Tbilisi initiative is to set Tbilisi as an example
of change and development, primarily a place that can participate and be one of
the carriers of the future development of the A Soul for Europe initiative
(especially) in the Caucasus region.

It may well be that culture can live without a United and Unique Europe as a
whole, but this same Europe without the unique picture of numerous
differences is clearly incomplete and it reduces itself to a political-economic
process lacking the necessary richness that culture offers. Forum Tbilisi will
examine all the aspects mentioned above. It will serve as a presentation of
the A Soul for Europe initiative to local actors as well as a further test of the
initiative progress across Europe.

Furthermore, it will stimulate the development of further activities, initiatives
etc. aimed at further integrating the Caucasus region in the European integration
process.

b) Regional

Being confronted with (post)transition and root economic-political reforms;
searching for cultural identity; wishing to be part of what is called European
Union and being conscious of their unique cultural space, brings the Caucasus
citizens to a main crossroad where various and very different directions can be
taken.

Forum Thbilisi aims to set guidelines to give the realistic picture on the
importance of culture as one of the fundamental factors leading to building good
relations with neighboring countries, foster economic, social and political
development. Forum Tbilisi intends to gather “at one table” the main political,
cultural, economic, business and social actors of the region to discuss the
current status and possible developments of the whole region. It intends to
exchange experiences and create a (long run) dialogue in the region, with the
rest of Europe and with the world. It also aims to gather and spin off innovative
initiatives of independent regional actors.
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c) National/Local

Forum Thilisi is planned at the appropriate time as it should exercise a strong
pressure on the local environment to demonstrate the importance of forming
the (currently) non-existent cultural policy in the country as well as to
demonstrate the importance of cultural development which both directly and
indirectly influences the economic, social and political development. Forum
Thilisi will also stress the importance of cultural heritage and contemporary
cultural creation as the symbolic representation of a (open) society, the
importance of development and use of new technology in culture and all factors
that can contribute to the progression of the Caucasus countries on the road to
Europe as a unique part ofa Europe-wide diverse cultural system.

All leading individuals from various parts of Georgia will be invited as
participants to discuss these issues. They will represent national and local
government as well as civil society, media and other relevant entities.

Forum Thilisi will be produced by the Caucasus Foundation, Georgia in close
co-operation with The Felix Meritis Foundation with the support of the “A
Soul for Europe” initiative.

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Ten years in Caucasus

The Stichting Caucasus Foundation (SCF) was legally founded in
1997 in Amsterdam. Many number of things preceded its foundation. After
having based itself in Amsterdam, the Stichiting Caucasus Foundation opened
its official representation in Tbilisi the International Bureau for Caucasian
Cultural Programs (IBCCP), later it opened its offices in Baku and Yerevan.

First of all, we were willing for cultural cooperation not just in the
region of Caucasus but with Europe and the rest of the world. We were willing
to deliver new knowledge, conduct a cultural dialogue and implement
network working, professional culture management and culture policy
debate.

Cooperation in the conflict region is difficult. Foundation's work in
the past decade has been conducted against the background of unstable
political processes. Each and every project has served as a brick in the building
process of peace, understanding and cultural cooperation within the region, in
the process of connecting generations with each other.

Ten years of active work in the field of culture as a non-government
organization is not an easy undertaking in the region of Caucasus, especially
when the government in the region does not have a financial support policy for
non-government sector.

In spite of many obstacles, the Stichting Caucasus Foundation was
the firstin Post Soviet countries and particularly in the Caucasus to start:

-International training programs in culture management;

-Master classes in the field of culture;

-Informational database for organizations in field of culture, inquiry;

-Culture Video archive;

-Professional Network of Arts Managers;

-Caucasus Baltic Platform;

-International Culture Fair and many more.

Ten years ago Mr. Steve Austen has contributed much to the initiative
of creation of the Foundation and one of the oldest in Europe the Felix Meritis
Foundation (Mr. Austen was the executive of the foundation then), which
celebrates its 220" anniversary this year. It was in Amsterdam, in the Felix
Meritis building where the idea of the Stichting Caucasus Foundation was
actually born.

Due to the existing conflicts in the region, conduction of successful
joint projects up to this day has only been possible in Georgia. This is the
reason why the majority of the projects are run primarily in Georgia.

Work conducted by the Foundation in the Caucasus region was
supported by nearly every European country, embassies, ministries of culture
and foreign affairs, international organizations, local organizations and
sponsors.
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I will list the partners, donors and supporters of our Foundation once
again: European Council, UNESCO, Open Society Institute (Budapest),
Culture Contact (Austria), Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Austria, Prince
Bernhard Culture Foundation (the Netherlands), Ministry of Foreign Affairs
and Embassy of the Netherlands, the Felix Meritis Foundation (the
Netherlands), Sweden Institute, Ministry of Foreign Affairs and the Embassy of
Sweden, Goethe Institute, French Embassy, Ministry of Foreign Affairs of
Spain, British Council, Pro Helvecia (Switzerland), Ministry of Foreign Affairs
of Britain, Visiting Art, Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Poland, Polish Embassy,
Polish Theatre Institute, Theatre Institute of the Netherlands (the Netherlands),
European Culture Foundation, Avignon Festival Program Theorema, Gulliver,
Italian Embassy and many more.

Our Foundation actively cooperates with international organizations like:

The Foundation conducts its programs not only within the Caucasus
region but also in Central Asia, Turkey, Baltic countries, Scandinavia, the Great
Britain, the Netherlands and many others.

In the past decade the Foundation has conducted hundreds of local and
international programs, tens of publications, has hosted many guest visitors for
due representation of Georgia and the Caucasus region in general.

Today we are celebrating one of the most interesting ten years starting
from the collapse of the Soviet Union up to the ambitions of joining the EU. This
ambition should be a starting point for the Foundation for the next ten years for
the final cultural integration of the Caucasus with the European
Commonwealth.

Today I want to thank the founders of the Foundation once again,
colleagues, partners, friends and everyone who has supported the Foundation
for the past ten years morally and financially.

Communication is what drives the arts; artists are communicating ideas to
their audience and contact between artists can provide the inspiration and
stimulus for the creation of new works of art. The Stichting Caucasus Foundation
and its sister organisation the International Bureau for Caucasus Cultural
Programmes has been instrumental in providing links between artists from
different countries and backgrounds.

I well remember my first visit to Georgia in 1999, invited by the SCF to
deliver an arts management training programme for young managers. Thanks to
the support of the Open Society Institute there were participants from countries
ranging from Mongolia to Armenia, from Latvia to Azerbaijan and the experience
of that intensive workshop changed lives, including my own. The opportunity to
learn from colleagues from different cultural backgrounds made a lasting
impression, challenging preconceptions and forcing us all to rethink assumptions
of how we did things. A true learning experience is always a shared experience
and I still learn something new every year.

Good art requires good management and one of the most important
developments of the SCH has been the creation of the Caucasus Arts Managers
Network, an opportunity for experienced arts managers to meet, exchange ideas
and learn from each other. It has also been an excellent resource for contacts.
Often I am asked by UK artists for introductions to people in the Caucasus region
and my first call is to the CAMN, a guaranteed source for a friendly face in a
foreign land.

Now the SCF/IBCCP celebrates its tenth birthday with its third International
Culture Fair, an opportunity for artists, promoters and managers from across the
world to discover the arts of the Caucasus for themselves. You never know what
might come out of such meetings but people in aroom together and things happen.
I brought a group from England to the 2005 Fair and since then there have been
two collaborative productions; a proposed co-production of a puppet opera now
in detailed planning stage; a series of workshops with Georgian artists visiting
England to train British artists; visits by British companies to HighFest in
Yerevan; and a collaboration between arts managers from Turkey and the UK. All
these projects grew out of contacts made at the Fair.

What will come out of the Fair this year? Who knows? What I do know is that
friendships will be made or renewed; people will discover new ways of working
and will enjoy a wide variety of productions; they will discuss ideas with
colleagues late into the night over glasses of excellent Georgian wine; and
something will happen.

Congratulations on your tenth birthday. The organisation has been a
constant source of support and long may it continue.

The Board is delegated to make decisions on behalf of the membership but major
developments and legalities (e.g. approving audited accounts/electing the
Board, etc.) are presented to the Annual General Meeting of the membership.
The “Full Board” then elects the Daily Board (around 6 representatives of the
Full Board) who meet around 6 times a year and who are therefore much more
involved in the day-to-day business of the Secretariat
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IETM History

Reports are that IETM was 'spontaneously declared' in July 1981, at
the 5th Festival of Polverigi (Ancona, Italy)

Since then, IETM has organized two plenary meetings per year,
always in different cities, with a growing number of professional
participants, but always taking the format of discussions during the day and
performances in the evening.

IETM s origins have taken on some mythological aspects over the
years, with many people claiming to « have been there » at the start, and due to
the loss of paper records, a consequent mist covering up whatever was the
reality. We do, however, know some facts.

- July 1981, the 5th Festival of Polverigi (Ancona, Italy). IETM (the Informal
European Theatre Meeting) is spontaneously declared by Philippe Tiry,
founder/director of ONDA (1 Office national de diffusion artistique); Patrick
Sommier ( Director, MC93) ; Steve Austen ( Director, TIN);

Gordana Vnuk (Eurokaz); Hugo de Greef (Kaaitheater); Jean-Pierre Thibatidat
(theatre critic, La Libération), Roberto Cimetta and Velia Papa, Director and
Assistant Director of the Polvergi Festival.

- 15th October 1981. Theatre Gérard Philippe, Saint-Denis, Paris, the
constituent meeting of IETM: 60 professionals from several European
countries took part.

- In 1982 the first IETM meetings were organised, in Amsterdam, then in
London, attracting around 150 professionals each.

- Since then, IETM has organised two plenary meetings per year, always in
different cities, with a growing number of professional participants, but always
taking the format of discussions during the day and performances in the
evening.

-In 1988 Roberto Cimetta, sadly, dies of cancer. Missed by everyone who knew
him, IETM sets up the first Roberto Cimetta Fund funded by 10% of IETM s
annual income, to give travel grants to Central and eastern European colleagues
to participate in the IETM network. ENICPA is catalysed as an emerging
network from the IETM milieu.

- 1989 an international association under Belgian law is created, and IETM
employs its first coordination team: Hilde Teuchies, then-International Officer
at the Flemish Theatre Institute, and Sylvia Derycke as a half time assistant,
(later followed by Liyun Chune and eventually Greet Eylenbosch) working
from the VTI s office in Brussels, under the generous eye of VTI
founder/Director Guido Minne, an active IETM member.
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We network!

The network itself acts as an ongoing real and virtual meeting place.

Via our web-site and the various plenary meetings each year all members
have opportunities to meet and engage with each other and with the various
existing activities of the network.

Within IETM, members create and use a personal, professional network of
colleagues with similar concerns. They may use their network

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Thilisi Z. Paliashvili Opera and Ballet State Theatre

Thilisi Zakaria Paliashvili State Theatre of Opera and Ballet is a
certain symbol of the many-centuries original culture of Georgia. It has a long
history of existence. 2001 has seen the 150th jubilee of this Theatre. Foundation
of the opera theatre in Georgia was the reflection and continuation of those
general political and cultural processes, which involved the country after its
annexation by the Russian Empire. These processes proved to be very fruitful in
the aspect of the cultural life and activation of the national and educational
movements. ceived his 'stage baptism' in Tbilisi.

In 1896 on the Golovin prospect (now Rustaveli Avenue) there was
finished the constructions of the new Opera Theatre projected by the architect
Schreter. The new building was calculated to hold 1200 spectators (This is the
modern building of the Opera Theatre). This so called 'Treasury Theatre' was
opened on 3rd November 1896 by Glinka's opera '[van Susanin'

Since 2004 the general Director is David Sakvarelidze. Artistic
Director and Principal Conductor of the Opera is Zaza Azmaiparashvili, the
Artistic Director of the Ballet is Nino Ananiashvili.

Liberty Theatre

«Liberty Theatre» opened on 31" of May in 2001 in the former
technical building of A. Griboedovi Dramatic Theatre with the play «the
Comediansy. Theatre is private and its founding director is Avto Varsimashvili.
Theatre has a form of a ship as a symbol of liberty. Theatre program consists
mainly of plays reflecting individual's freedom.

The very first performances brought «Liberty Theatre» the status of
political and social theatre. It became one of Georgia's most ranked and popular
theatres. This is the only theatre, where the tickets for the performances are sold
many days prior to the performance. Theatre has produced more than 40
performances during its six years of existence. It has shown its performances
not only in Georgia but abroad: Russia, Ukraine, Byelorussia, Romania,
Poland, Germany, Greece, Turkey and Egypt.

«Liberty Theatre» is the only theatre which has enabled to show its
performance in the conflict region, Tskhinvali region.

Theatre does not have a permanent actors' company. A new actors'
company is gathered every time a new performance is about to be staged.
